Hazard Mitigation Plan.  DP+S provided on-site process facilitation, stakeholder outreach, data 
collection and analysis, plan writing, and strategy development. 

Reason for Action 
 

The purpose of formally adopting this plan is to secure buy-in from Delta County and participating 
jurisdictions, raise awareness of the plan, and formalize the plan’s implementation. The adoption of 
this plan completes Planning Step 9 of the 10-step FEMA planning process: Adoption of the Plan, in 
accordance with the requirements of DMA 2000, will maintain a participating jurisdiction’s eligibility 
and access to FEMA grants under Hazard Mitigation Assistance (HMA). In order to maintain eligibility 
to FEMA grants the governing board for each participating jurisdiction is required to adopt this Local 
Hazard Mitigation Plan by passing a resolution.  

Federal Code of Requirement §201.6(c)(5): The local hazard mitigation plan shall include 
documentation that the plan has been formally approved by the governing body of the 
jurisdiction requesting approval of the plan (e.g., City Council, county commissioner, 
Tribal Council).

A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF DELTA TO ADOPT THE 2018 MULTI-

JURISDICTIONAL HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN FOR DELTA COUNTY AS ITS 

OFFICIAL PLAN 

WHEREAS, the City of Delta, as a Municipal Home-Rule Corporation is a political subdivision of the 

State of Colorado is an official participating jurisdiction of the “2018 Delta County Multi-Jurisdictional 

Hazard Mitigation Plan” (HMP); and 

WHEREAS, the City of Delta recognizes the HMP as the official hazard mitigation plan for the County 

and participating jurisdictions. 

WHEREAS, the City of Delta, with the assistance from Delta County, has gathered information and 

prepared the HMP in accordance with FEMA requirements at 44 C.F.R. 201.6; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Delta Annex in Vol 2. to HMP recognizes the threat that natural hazards pose to 

people and property within our community; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Delta has reviewed the HMP and affirms that the plan actions in the City of 

Delta’s Annex will reduce the potential for harm to people and property from future hazard occurrences 

with our community; and 

WHEREAS, Congress passed the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 ("Disaster Mitigation Act") 

emphasizing the need for pre-disaster mitigation of potential hazards; and 

WHEREAS, The Disaster Mitigation Act made available mitigation grants to state and local 

governments; and 

WHEREAS, an adopted multi-hazard plan is required as a condition of future funding for mitigation 

projects under multiple FEMA pre- and post-disaster mitigation grant programs; and 

WHEREAS, the City fully participated in the FEMA-prescribed mitigation planning process to prepare 

this HMP; and 

WHEREAS, the citizens were afforded opportunities to comment and provide input in the HMP and the 

actions in the Plan; and 

WHEREAS, as a fully participating jurisdiction of the HMP, The City of Delta is an eligible sub-

applicant to the State of Colorado under FEMA’s hazard mitigation grant program guidance; and 

WHEREAS, the Colorado Division of Homeland Security & Emergency Management and the Federal 

Emergency Management Agency Region VIII officials have reviewed the HMP, and approved it 

contingent upon this official adoption by the participating governing body; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to comply with the requirements of the Disaster Mitigation Act and to 

augment its emergency planning efforts by formally adopting the HMP; and  

WHEREAS, adoption by the City Council for the City of Delta demonstrates the jurisdiction’s 

commitment to fulfilling the mitigation goals and objectives outlined in this HMP; and  



WHEREAS, adoption of this plan helps to coordinate the responsible agencies to carry out their 

responsibilities under the HMP; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Delta: 

 

1. That the City of Delta adopts the 2018 Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Vol. 1 for Delta 

County and the City of Delta Annex in Vol. 2, as approved by FEMA, as the mitigation plan for the City 

of Delta. 

 

2. That the City Council orders the City Manager to submit an approved and signed copy of this 

resolution to the Colorado Department of Public Safety, Division of Homeland Security & Emergency 

Management for Federal Emergency Management Agency Region VIII officials to enable the plan's final 

approval.
